Fort Allison is a great place to camp for the whole family.  There are 750 acres surrounding the range.  
Notes:  ** All N-SSA rules will be enforced and proper uniforms for team events required.  The skirmish director reserves the right to waive uniform requirements if the heat index is sufficiently high. 
** Individual targets will be five (5) shots for score.  Price for individual targets will be $2; re-entry will be $1.
** Individual matches are classified as noted and will be awarded as follows, within the limitation of “one less than the max number of participants”:  Musket, carbine, revolver and their aggregates will be classified and will be awarded two places at each distance in each class. Smoothbore will be classified as “unsighted” and “sighted” and will be awarded two places at each distance and their aggregates.  Breechloader will be UNCLASSIFIED and awarded two places at each distance and aggregate.  The new Smoothbore Single Shot Pistol will be awarded three places. Grand aggregate will be awarded three places.  Five gun aggregate will be awarded two places.  First, second and third place awards will also go to both junior and senior BB gun shooters. Mortar individuals will be offered with three places awarded.  Practice time will be available for mortar within the individual competition time.  
** Team matches are unclassified and will be awarded as follows, within the limitation of “one less than the max number of teams participating”: Musket, Carbine, Revolver, Smoothbore, & Repeater A teams will be awarded three places.  Mortar and Cannon will be awarded three places. Musket, Carbine, Revolver, Smoothbore and Repeater B teams will be awarded one place.  C teams and beyond will compete for B team medals.  Junior and senior BB gun teams will be awarded a maximum of three places.
** Guest shooters will be welcome per Rule #19.2.2.

** Campers will be charged $5 per night for power – hookups are limited.

** Youth Competition is free of charge.

Tic Tac Toe Cannon Team Match (7 person teams)       
100 yd: Tic Tac Toe Board (9 - 8” squares– Each team shoots 10 rounds for score on its own board.  Each board scores 10 points/”Tic Tac Toe” (three in a row) - max. 80 points + max. 10 points for tie breaker bull.  Shoot off for top 4 teams (1vs 2, 3 vs 4), using 2 Tic Tac Toe boards, two cannons per board, “playing” each other - allows “blocking” – will finalize 1st thru 4th place.
